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NEW ONOMASTICONS AS REALITY
OF THE XXI-ST CENTURY SHAKESPEARE LEXICOGRAPHY

Abstract. The article is devoted to the description of new tendencies in onomastic
Shakespeare lexicography, which represents the biggest part of encyclopedic dictionaries to
the works of Shakespeare. Dictionaries of Characters and Place names and Who is Who in
Shakespeare reference works, traditionally registering and describing proper names from
Shakespeare’s texts: names of his contemporaries, relatives, theater producers and characters
from his works, created the basis for modern onimasticons. Nowadays in connection with
changing of the scientific lexicographic paradigm, Shakespeare onomasticons are presented
in printed and electronic formats, as well as their digital counterparts. All new onomastins
described in this paper are of the thematic character, their objects being women’s, baby names
(boys’ and girls’), names of villains, magic, mystical characters and creatures. The diction-
aries are presented on special web sites, and their new technical procedures offer users vast
verbal, rich graphic and multimedia information about each proper name from the reference
resources. Mega-, macro- and microstructure of new Shakespeare onomasticons have new
content and innovative lexicographic descriptions, taken from new Shakespeare scholarly
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sources of the XXI c., which contribute to widening the circle of dictionaries target users’
groups from students and translators to the theatre producers, enabling to enrich the percep-
tion of great playwright’s linguacultural world.
